To remember that we gather at these places is to remember why we
gather. We gather in the Upper Room to be strengthened in love, and so we eat
the Sacred Body and Blood of He who is love. We stand at the foot of the Cross
to be strengthened in hope, that through the forgiveness of our sins and the ac-
ceptance of our own sufferings and death we are brought to the threshold of new
life. We come to the empty tomb to be strengthened in faith, that Jesus is alive
even if, as is so often the case, we do not see, feel, recognize him, and even, as
Mary Magdalene, if we mistake him for someone or something he is not.

All of this is accomplished mystically, truly, through sacramental grace.
The mystical dimension of life is its most real dimension, because it is the dimen-
sion of God. To be mystical is very hard for us, consumed as we are in the mate-
rial demands of life and controlled as we are by the material objects of our own
creation. Yet, that is what the Lord calls us to and which is made possible
through our baptism, to enter into mystical communion with Jesus Christ through
the sacraments, especially the Eucharist.

What we get out of Eucharist, therefore, is directly related to what we
bring to it. If we want to be strengthened for love, confirmed in hope, and deep-
ened in faith, then we need to bring these to the altar so as from the altar to re-
ceive. If we bring something other than love, hope, and faith to the Upper Room,
to Calvary, to the empty tomb, or perhaps nothing at all, then we will receive noth-
ing there.

For the rest of Lent, ask yourself what you will bring to the altar on Holy
Thursday, Good Friday, and Easter, indeed what you are bringing to this, and
every Mass.
