My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 Some miscellaneous musings seem in order today. 
 First, I encourage you to attend the presentation and talk by Immaculée 
Ilibagiza that is taking place this Saturday at 9:30 a.m.   Immaculée is one of the 
great women of our time, indeed.  You may not be familiar with her story, but it is 
one of outstanding grace, faith, and love.  Immaculée survived the atrocious 
Rwandan genocide of nearly one million Tutsis by hiding with seven other starv-
ing women for 91 terrifying days in a Hutu pastorôs tiny, tiny bathroom.  Her story 
is one of unquenchable faith and connection to God and the Blessed Virgin Mary 
throughout the ordeal.  Her forgiveness of her enemies and the murderers of her 
family, friends, and countrymen is in inspiration to everyone.  Her love for the Ro-
man Catholic Church and our Catholic faith challenges all who have grown luke-
warm in their own relationship with the church and what they believe as Catholics.  
Although I personally have not met Immaculée (but look forward to doing so this 
Saturday), I have come to admire and love her through her writings and appear-
ances, and consider her one of the living saints of our time.  This is an occasion 
you will not want to miss and someone you will want your children to meet, re-
member, and tell their own children about for generations to come.     
 (Because of Immaculée presentation and the large number of persons we 
are expecting that morning, we will not be able to hear confessions next Saturday 
morning.)   
 I again thank you for your patience with our sound system.  The system is 
currently under repair: the main speakers are being repaired and reinstalled, 
additional speakers in the back of the church are being added, the system is 
being rewired, and the computer and audio hardware reconfigured and simplified.  
It is my hope that the new system will be up and running by Holy Week.   
 Thanks to everyone who purchased a copy of my book, A New Friend-
ship.  I dedicated my book in part to Cardinal Francis Stafford, the archbishop 
emeritus of Denver.  Therefore, I am using some airline miles to travel to Rome 
for a few days and present the cardinal with a copy of it, as well as to introduce it 
to certain Vatican offices that concern themselves with the diaconate and to Eng-
lish language bookstores.  I assure you of my prayers for you and your loved 
ones at the tomb of St. Peter and the church of Santa Maria in Trastevere, the 
first church ever dedicated to the Blessed Virgin Mary.      
 Finally, many these days are busy preparing taxes.  At Our Lady of Lo-
reto we are busy preparing our next fiscal year budget, which begins July 1.  I ask 
you to please remember Our Lady of Loreto Parish in your wills, estate planning, 
and as an insurance beneficiary.  Remember, too, to have your estate affairs in 
order.  Whether you are elderly or young, ailing or well, it is a very important, and 
a pro-life thing to ensure your legacy is secure with your children and church.
