My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 In his apostolic exhortation Verbum Domini (On the Word of the Lord), 
Pope Benedict XVI teaches that “[t]he Holy Land today remains a goal of pilgrim-
age for the Christian people, a place of prayer and penance….The more we turn 
our eyes and our hearts to the earthly Jerusalem, the more will our yearning be 
kindled for the heavenly Jerusalem, the true goal of every pilgrimage, along with 
our eager desire that the name of Jesus, the one name which brings salvation, 
may be acknowledged by all (cf. Acts 4:12).”   
 I am pleased to announce that next year, from October 20—November 3, 
2012, I will be leading a pilgrimage to the Holy Land—Jordan, Israel, and the 
West Bank.  Our pilgrimage will begin at Mt. Nebo, from where Moses surveyed 
the Promised Land, and the Jordan River, in which Jesus was baptized.  From 
there we will travel into Galilee, make our way down the Jordan River Valley to 
Jerusalem, and eventually return home from Emmaus and Caserea Maritima.   
 The pilgrimage will be limited to 47 parishioners (a full tour bus load).  As 
it is a parish pilgrimage and will benefit Our Lady of Loreto Parish, I ask that the 
first pilgrims be parishioners from OLOL.  I ask pilgrims to attend catechesis and 
prayer sessions beginning in January through September, usually every other 
week.  These are crucial for making of the pilgrims before we go a community and 
introducing us to the “Fifth Gospel” that we will “read” as we travel the lands of 
Jesus, Mary, and the early Church. 
 The pilgrimage will cost around $4200 per person, double occupancy.  A 
single occupancy supplement may be secured for an additional  approximate 
$800.  A full itinerary and explanation of all elements of the pilgrimage, including 
fees, can be found at www.travelillume.com/trc/llp.   
 I will host an information session for interested parties on Saturday morn-
ing, October 15, at 10:00 a.m.  Registration and reservations will open on Thurs-
day morning, October 20, at 7:00 a.m. in the Chapel of the Word.  Registrations 
will be accepted on a first come first served basis.   

On another note, since the first of the year bone spurs that have grown on 
two discs in my neck have been pinching nerves and causing increasingly severe 
pain.  This Tuesday I am scheduled to undergo “Pro-Disc C Total Disc Replace-
ment” in which the discs between my C5 and C6 and my C6 and C7 vertebrae will 
be replaced.  I will be admitted to the hospital overnight.  The surgeon has in-
structed me to take ten days off and take it easy for 4-6 weeks.  He says the big-
gest problem with people in their recovery is usually boredom, something I 
shouldn’t have to worry about as I have three books shelves of books I have been 
trying to get to over the years. 
 Please keep me in your prayers these days.  Tuesday itself is the Memo-
rial of St. Francis of Assisi, the patron saint of Colorado.  I know that I am in very 
good hands—his, as well as the surgeons—even as I know myself to be in your 
hearts and prayers these days.
