My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 I want to thank everyone who prayed for me and sent me their kind greet-
ings for my surgery, which took place on Tuesday.  Originally scheduled for 7:30 
a.m., after a delay of some six hours due to an emergency that arose regarding 
another patient, I was taken into the operating room and my procedure began.  It 
was amazing, although I don’t remember I single iota of it.  The surgeon cut a 
small incision of about one inch in length into the front of my neck through which 
he removed two discs and inserted two new ones.  Some three hours later I was 
taken to the recovery room and there awoke to find myself alive, healed, and in 
some but not overwhelming pain.  I spent one night in the hospital and returned 
home the next day.  I am now recuperating, taking it easy, and allowing my body 
to get used to functioning with two artificial discs in my neck.  For the time being I 
am not allowed to do the “BLT,” that is, bend, lift, or twist.  Thank you for your pa-
tience with me while I recuperate.  And I special thanks to Father Gregg and our 
excellent staff, who have taken up a bit of slack in my work while I am out.  I look 
forward to returning fully to my ministry among you and to the normal routines of 
my life.   
 October is Respect Life Month.  Normally Father Gregg and I would have 
used the occasion of our Sunday homilies to preach on pro-life themes.  This 
year, however, we are using the next six weeks to teach about the liturgy of the 
Eucharist and specifically to introduce the parish to the new English translation of 
the Mass which we will begin to pray the last Sunday of November, which is the 
first Sunday of Advent.  This week’s homily is on the Church’s teaching that all are 
called to fully, consciously, and actively participate in the liturgy, that is, to make 
oneself completely and joyfully open to the redemption which in the liturgy Christ 
himself is carrying out. 
 November 2 is the Memorial of All Souls.  On that day we will celebrate 
the Eucharist at 7:00 p.m. for the repose of the souls of our dear departed loved 
ones.  In the narthex this weekend and throughout the month of October we have 
placed the Book of the Dead.  In this book I invite you to enroll the names of your 
departed loved ones.  Then throughout the month of November until the Solem-
nity of Christ the King we will keep these persons and all of our loved ones in our 
Eucharistic intentions and prayers. 
 Finally, so that none will have missed it otherwise, I want to repeat that I 
will lead a pilgrimage to the Holy Land next year from October 20-November 3.  
The pilgrimage will cost around $4200 per person, double occupancy.  A single 
occupancy supplement may be secured for an additional  approximate $800.  A 
full itinerary of the pilgrimage can be found at www.travelillume.com/trc/llp.  My 
health permitting, I will host an information session for interested parties this Sat-
urday, 10/9, at 10:00 a.m in the Chapel of the Word.  Registration and reserva-
tions will open Thursday morning, 10/20, at 7:00 a.m. in the Chapel of the Word.
