My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 These past three weeks I have been considering with you the Catholic 
funeral rite.  We first considered cremation and our preference for burial.  Two 
weeks ago we looked at how Catholics should focus our funeral rites on the divine 
Logos, Jesus Christ, who is risen from the dead, and not emphasize eulogies of 
the decedent.  Last week we considered the three stages of our one funeral rite, 
namely, the vigil, the funeral Mass, and the burial.  Today I want to offer a few 
suggestions to help us to grieve.  As St. Paul says, we do not grieve as others do, 
who have no hope. 
 First, be not too quick to cremate or bury the dead.  Cremation is a very 
violent and dehumanizing act.  To do it too quickly doesnôt give loved ones a 
chance to even let the death of their family member sink in, let alone begin to 
come to grips with it.  Additionally, attend to the body of a loved one; it is very 
healthy to do so.  Help prepare it for burial, wash it, dress it, touch it, cry over it.  
And in any case, always have the body present at the funeral Mass and always 
bury the body or cremains.  We need to have a permanent spot on earth for our 
loved ones to come and visit, a spot which says to the world that we were here 
and that we made a difference in this life and in the lives of others. 
 Sacrifice the time required to bury our loved ones and to grieve, attending 
vigils, Masses, and burials.  Furthermore, arrange for the celebration of Masses 
on significant anniversaries of the decedentôs death, for example, one month, one 
year, his/her birthday, oneôs wedding anniversary, etc.  And, if you can, do as the 
Jews and sit Shiva.  Spend a good seven days with your immediate family mem-
bers and relatives.  Be not too quick to return to work, school, etc.  Contrary to the 
thought that work and school gets our minds on other things, returning to them too 
quickly doesnôt permit us to grieve and to bring closure to the death of loved ones.  
 Consider wearing something for a year that articulates how much you 
miss your loved onesða pendant, lapel pin, etc.  Greek, Italian, Jewish, and other 
widows have it right when they wear black for a year, or even forever. 
 Finally, serve the poor and contribute to Church and charities in the name 
of the loved one.  We believe in the communion of saints.  That means the com-
munion of both the saints in heaven and the poor on earth.  What a great expres-
sion of our belief in this communion to enter into communion with others who are 
still suffering on earth and whose suffering, and ours, make up what is lacking in 
the suffering of Christ. 
 Finally, a note about Lent.  Lent begins this Wednesday, Ash Wednesday.  
Masses are at 7:30 a.m., noon, 4:00, and 7:00  p.m.   (There is no 5:30 Mass on 
Wednesday.)  Whatever you decide to do or give up this Lent, make sure it is 
something that you will continue to do after Lent.  Lent is about a conversion of 
life, not just an activity of 40 days.  We are preparing to renew our baptismal 
promises and in so doing to renew our entire life in Christ and in the Church.
