| am always saddened when | hear in public discourse that Christmas is over
once the sun rises December 26. It saddens me not only because such a declaration
is down-right wrong. It saddens me above all because more and more we are losing
the religious sense of life and of living. Christmas Day lasts for eight days—an oc-
tave. Octave celebrations are rooted in the Bible, in Genesis 1. God created the
world over six days; he rested on the seventh. On the eighth day he let his creation
be and what he created began to live on its own. At Christmas God has recreated the
world with the birth of his Son, Jesus, the uncreated and true light of the world. On
the eighth day since Jesus’ birth, we begin to live its meaning “on our own,” that is, in
the light of Christ. (The same is true of the two other great re-creations of the world,
that is, Easter and Pentecost.) Mary, the Mother of God, is the perfect model of living
in the light of Christ. That is why this new year’s day we celebrate her faith, hope, and
love. And liturgically speaking the Christmas season lasts for several more weeks, all
the way through the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. That is why the church will stay
decorated for weeks to come.

Remember that next Sunday Bishop Conley, the auxiliary bishop of Denver,
will join us to celebrate the 11:00 a.m. Mass and immediately thereafter to dedicate
our new St. Joseph Ministry Center. Please join us for that celebration.
